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To all foreign fire brigade members,
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From the perspective of sovereignty of the people, foreigners do not have a right
to exercise public authority. As a member of Volunteer Fire Brigades, your
activities are limited to those which do not exercise public authority.

Examples of what you can and cannot do as a member of the Volunteer Fire Brigade

1. You can
a. Participate in the Skills Competition of the Volunteer Fire Brigade
b. Attend ceremonies and the New Year's parade
c. Carry out publicity activities such as distributing flyers
d. Attend and monitor/patrol activities at local events and such
e. Guide people to evacuate during disasters

f.  Work as a translator during disasters

g. Participate in various trainings and drills

2. You cannot
a. Fight fires (including backup support)
b. Destroy houses to prevent the spread of fire
¢. Forcibly use land, etc. (including forced entry, trespassing, forcing someone to
evacuate, restricting access to land)
d. Drive fire engines(You can ride together with someone qualified)
e. Search for mission persons (You can participate in the search as a civilian)
f.  Traffic control

g. Order the general public to engage in fire-fighting
